This kind of conversation happened all the 

time, about a great number of simple items that had 

no permanent place because we worked among 

wreckage.     

 We are in the beautiful new offices now, and 

the wing for the Children will be ready soon and we 

can move forward with our plans for a Motherôs Day 

Out.  We had these plans in the works before God 

sped up our timetable with the giving of floodwaters, 

and now we are moving forward with a new project.    

 We are called to build a new Sanctuary.  The 

Capital Campaign is underway, though much of it will 

ñpauseò during the summer.  During the pause the 

building committee will be working with the architect 

to give us a design for our new Sanctuary.  At some 

time in the near future, this design will be completed 

and put before our church for a vote.     

 In the meantime, we continue to build a 

Church!  This month, June, many of our kids and 

adults will attend FUGE camp, where kids go into 

mission fields in the city of Houston.  Each year there 

are kids who make professions of faith in Jesus.     

 Summer is here, but we are not slack in our 

profession of Jesus as Lord.  Come and worship, bring 

someone, and share the Good News of Jesus!
